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HIV and AIDS have a major impact on economics and livelihoods, increasing poverty and reducing economic opportunities. HIV-related illness and death increase expenditure and decrease income, reducing household economic resources.  Living in poverty also reduces children’s opportunities for training and education. With few qualifications and skills, children’s future employment prospects are limited to informal and low-paid work, reducing their ability to improve their economic situation.
